CHAPEL HILL -  The North Carolina High School Athletic Association (NCHSAA) has finalized the brackets for the 
2022 NCHSAA Men’s Soccer State Playoffs. The opening round of the tournament is scheduled for Monday, October 
31 at the home of the higher seeded team. 

This year brackets were seeded in two tiers, with all Conference Champions seeded by an RPI formula followed by all other qualifying 
teams within the region seeded by RPI formula before the pairing stage. 

The State Championship Matches will be contested on Friday, Nov. 18 and Saturday, Nov. 19 in Greensboro at McPherson Stadium, home 
of NC Fusion. Any media wishing to cover the Championships must submit a single-event credential request through the NCHSAA Cre-
dentials page on the website prior to 5:00 p.m. on Thursday.

The 2022 NCHSAA Men’s Soccer Championships will be broadcast live via web stream on the NFHS Network. The NFHS Network is a 
subscription-based service. Fans can pay $10.99 per month for a monthly, recurring subscription with the ability to cancel at any time.

Christ the King runs away from Voyager 3-0 for first title

CARY, NC – Christ the King got a pair of goals from Marcos 
Frias to down Voyager Academy 3-0 and win the 1A Men’s 
Soccer State Championship. The State Championship was 
the first in program history for the Crusaders.

Voyager eventually found their footing, as Emory Crichlow 
and Ryan Dillon were able to get a few shots off on frame 
before the game reached the 20th minute. However, in the 
23rd minute Christ the King flipped the field quickly on a 
counter opportunity and the ball was deflected high in the 
air in the Viking box. As the ball fell about 10 yards from 
goal, it found the foot of Frias, who switched it quickly to his 
right foot and slipped it low and hard past the Voyager keep-
er to open the scoring and give the Crusaders a 1-0 lead.

The Crusaders added another marker in the 65th minute as 
they won a corner kick and the ball trickled through the box 
before Olivier Harrison chipped it in front of an open Dillon 
Kocher who volleyed it home off his right boot to give the 
Crusaders a 2-0 lead.

As Voyager scrambled to get back in the match a minute 
later, Charley Whight picked up his second yellow card and 
the Viking had to finish the final 14 minutes a man down. 
Playing shorthanded, the Vikings conceded a foul at the top 
of the penalty area in the 73rd minute. Frias hammered a 
free kick with his right foot, curling it around the wall and 
past the keeper from about 22 yards out to ice the Crusader 
win and cement his selection as the 1A State Championship 
Match MVP.

Voyager Academy finished the season 17-2-3. The Vikings 
were 10-0-0 as the champions of the Triangle North 1A Con-
ference. The Vikings won the Eastern Regional final for the 
second time in program history, returning the State Finals 
for the first time since 2018.

Christ the King concluded the year 22-1-0. The Crusaders 
collected the conference title in the Catawba Shores Athletic 
1A posting a perfect 10-0-0 record. The Crusaders won the 
program’s first State Championship and second regional 
title. They reached the State Finals for the first time since 
falling in the 2019 1A Final to Franklin Academy 3-2.

The NCHSAA is committed to promoting good sportsman-
ship and has partnered with NC Farm Bureau to recognize 
two student-athletes from each state championship who 
have demonstrated outstanding sportsmanship throughout 
the year.

Shelby outlasts Greene Central in PKs behind Wilbanks’ clean 
sheet 

CARY, NC – In the closest of championship matches, Shelby out-
lasted a feisty Greene Central team, edging the Rams in penalty 
kicks 5-3. Golden Lions goalkeeper Eli Wilbanks managed to keep 
Greene Central off the scoreboard in 110 minutes of regulation 
and overtime periods, making nine saves on his way to being 
named the 2A Men’s Soccer State Championship Match MVP. 

Greene Central had more of the high-quality scoring opportuni-
ties in regulation as the Rams outshot Shelby 25-15 in the match, 
putting nine of those 25 on frame. Despite the best efforts of 
Ariel Nunez and Nathan Drake, the Rams couldn’t break through 
the Shelby defense. Nunez and Drake combined for 14 shots and 
caused headaches in the Shelby back line with their technical 
prowess, but the Rams never were able to find the quality strike 
needed to solve Wilbanks. 

Shelby likewise had brilliant spurts of play from Greg Arce and 
Dylan Steeves but were consistently thwarted by the organized 
back four of Greene Central. Rams’ defenders Miguel Lopez-Berri-
os and Ernesto Rubio shut down attacks on the flanks and Shelby 
struggled to piece together any attacks at the center of the Greene 
Central defense. 

After a scoreless draw through 120 minutes, the match headed 
to penalty kicks. Shelby netted the opening kick of the shootout, 
while Greene Central’s Enrique Lopez-Lemus sent the Rams’ 
first kick off of the crossbar and out. It was the only miss of the 
shootout for either team, as in the fifth round of the shootout Cade 
Ledbetter drilled a ball into the right side of the net to claim Shel-
by’s third State Championship in program history 

Greene Central finished the season 25-2-0. The Rams won the 
Eastern Plains 2A Conference with a perfect 12-0-0 record. The 
Rams won their first Eastern Regional Championship and ap-
peared in the program’s first State Championship Match. 

Shelby wrapped up the year 23-1-2. The Golden Lions were the 
champions of the Southern Piedmont 1A/2A at 12-0-0. The Lions 
won the Western Regional Championship for the fourth time in 
school history and appeared in the State Finals for the first time 
since three-straight finals appearances from 2008-2010.

Western Alamance edges Hickory 1-0 on late penalty

CARY, NC – After a tightly played opening 75 minutes that 
saw relatively few chances for either side, Western Alamance 
managed to generate a forward attack that drew a penalty 
kick. Ian Bacchus made no mistake with the shot from the 
penalty spot in the 76th minute, slotting the ball low in the 
left side to put the Warriors up 1-0 over Hickory and gave the 
school their first Men’s Soccer State Championship.

Bacchus drew the penalty after Gael Villegas-Duran found 
some space on the right side of the Hickory box. Villegas-Du-
ran slipped a pass through a pair of Tornado defenders to 
the top of the penalty area and as Bacchus tried to split the 
defenders, he was upended in the area and forcing the referee 
to point to the spot.

It was fitting for Bacchus to take the penalty after drawing the 
foul, his speed proved a threat throughout the night, forcing 
Hickory defenders to collapse to him and opening lanes for 
other Warrior attackers. The goal was Bacchus’ 22nd goal of 
the season and cemented his selection as 3A State Champion-
ship Game Most Valuable Player.

Hickory managed 12 shots in the game, but only one of them 
got through the Warrior defense on frame, forcing Warrior 
goalkeeper Spencer Dee to make his only save of the night. 
Orlando Almanza headed the ball towards the frame on a 
loose ball in the edge of the Warrior penalty area, requiring 
the save from Dee.

Hickory wrapped up their season 22-4-1. The Red Tornadoes 
were 11-2-1 as the champions of the Western Foothills 3A 
conference. Hickory won the program’s fifth NCHSAA Region-
al Championship, appearing in the State Championship Match 
for the first time since 2012.

Western Alamance completed the year 19-5-1. The Warriors 
finished conference play 9-2-1 in the Central 3A. The Warriors 
reached the State Championship as the #21 seed in the 3A 
East, reaching the state final for just the second time in school 
history and the first time since their initial appearance in the 
2A finals in 1997.

New Hanover slams Hough 3-0 to grab their first state title 

CARY, NC – New Hanover sped past Hough 3-0 in the 4A 
State Championship Match, winning the Wildcats’ first State 
Championship in program history. The Wildcats opened on 
the attack outshooting Hough 14-3, with 10 of those 14 on 
frame, in the opening half on their way to a dominating win. 

Aidan Payne was selected as the match’s MVP with two goals 
and an assist in the game. He constantly caused problems 
for the Hough defense with his pace and skilled footwork, 
creating space and finding holes in the finishing third of the 
field.  

The Wildcats opened the scoring early as Payne found 
Charlie Letson on a cross through the box. Letson let loose a 
blast off his right foot into the low left portion of the goal to 
give New Hanover a 1-0 lead in the 8th minute. In the 26th 
minute, Payne opened his account as a deflected ball in the 
Hough defense fell to his right foot and he made no mistake 
with the finish to go up 2-0. 

To cap off the night, Payne netted his 54th goal of the season 
as Andy McCague dropped a high ball into the box leading 
Payne to a wide open right footed finish. Payne’s marker 
in the 60th minute closed out the scoring and allowed the 
Wildcats to relax a bit into a more defensive posture, though 
Payne did threaten a few more chances vying for a hat trick. 

Hough finished the season 22-4-1. The Huskies were 11-1 
and champions of the Queen City 3A/4A Conference. The 
Huskies won their second Western Regional Final appearing 
in the State Championship for the first time since 2017. 

New Hanover wrapped up their 2021 campaign with a 26-0-
1 record. The Wildcats were the champions of the Mideast-
ern 3A/4A at 14-0-0 in league play. New Hanover won their 
third Eastern Regional Championship and appeared in their 
second straight State Championship Match.

Pine Lake Prep gets a pair in OT to knock out Franklin 
Academy 3-1 & win first Men’s Soccer State Championship

CARY, NC – Pine Lake Prep secured their first Men’s Soccer 
State Championship knocking off Franklin Academy 3-1 in 
an overtime thriller, delayed some two and a half hours by 
inclement weather. Pine Lake Prep’s Jayden Deku provided 
the game’s opening goal, getting another to break the 1-1 
tie in overtime, on his way to being named the game’s Most 
Valuable Player.

Deku opened the scoring in the 25’ with a follow-up chance 
off of a shot by Griffin Nixdorf that was saved by the Patriot 
keeper. Franklin Academy chipped away, finally breaking 
through in the 73’ when Noah Smith knocked one in on a 
feed from last year’s 1A MVP Max Bademian. 

The two teams made it through regulation time level at 1-1 
before inclement weather halted the proceedings. When 
play resumed, neither team was able to breakthrough in 
the initial 10-minute overtime period. In the final over-
time, Deku was on the receiving end of a feed from Andrew 
Kuechler who had cleverly pulled down a cross into the box. 
Deku slipped his foot on the ball to put the Pride up 2-1 in 
the 91’. Nixdorf got in on the scoring, racing on a breakaway 
from midfield in the 98’, beating the Patriot keeper to put 
the game away.

Franklin Academy finished the season 14-3-0, the Patriots 
were 10-2-0 as the champions of the North Central 1A. The 
Patriots won their fourth Eastern Regional Championship 
and made a second straight appearance in the State Champi-
onship Match.

Pine Lake Prep wrapped up the year 14-2-1. The Pride were 
the champions of the PAC 7 1A with a 9-2-1 mark in league 
play. Pine Lake Prep won the Western Regional Champion-
ship for the first time in school history, making the pro-
gram’s first State Finals appearance.

Croatan nets three in OT to down Hibriten 4-1, wins first State 
Championship

CARY, NC – The Croatan Cougars and Hibriten Panthers played 
even for 80 minutes, but it was the Cougars that exploded for three 
goals in overtime to take the 2A Men’s Soccer State Championship 
4-1, winning the program’s first State Championship.

The match started with early fireworks, both teams netting goals 
in the sixth minute. Croatan opened the scoring as match Most 
Valuable Player, Travis Garner-McGraw, finished a through ball 
into the box from Gavin Beaupre to put the Cougars up 1-0. Hibrit-
en responded immediately as David Franquiz worked his way into 
the left side of the 18-yard box off the restart, slotting a shot past 
the keeper to the far post to equalize 1-1. 

Neither team could break the tie for regulation, though Croatan 
had arguably the best opportunity, ripping a shot from just outside 
the box off the crossbar and down back into the penalty area. 

In the extra periods, Croatan scored early and often. Alex Ama-
to sent a perfectly weighted ball into the left side of the box for 
Beaupre, who brought the ball down seamlessly and chipped it 
past the keeper on the near post to put the Cougars ahead for 
good, 2-1 in the 83’. Beaupre finished the night with a goal and an 
assist. 

Croatan’s Danny Metcalf put the game on ice in the 85’, dribbling 
through a pair of Panther defenders and finding himself with time 
about 25 yards out. He lasered a shot with his right foot, low, and 
into the left corner of the goal to put the Cougars up 3-1. Metcalf 
added an assist in the second overtime period, sending in a corner 
kick for the head of Garner-McGraw, who knocked it home to fin-
ish the scoring in the 92’.

Hibriten finished the season 18-1-0; the Panthers were 14-0-0 in 
the Northwestern Foothills 2A, where they won the conference ti-
tle. The program made its second appearance in an NCHSAA Men’s 
Soccer State Title game, winning the Western Regional Champion-
ship for the first time since 1989. 

Croatan concluded the year 18-0-0, a perfect 11-0-0 in Coastal 8 
1A/2A conference play, winning the league championship. The 
Cougars appeared in the State Championship Game for the first 
time in program history after winning the Eastern Regional Cham-
pionship for the first time.

The NCHSAA is committed to highlighting and promoting out-
standing sportsmanship. The Association has partnered with NC 
Farm Bureau to recognize one individual from each participating 
team in an NCHSAA State Championship who has demonstrat-
ed exemplary sportsmanship throughout the year.

CARY, NC – Weddington got an early goal in the game, but a re-
silient New Hanover supplied an equalizer in the second half to 
send the game to overtime. It was nearly déjà vu in the overtime 
sessions, as the Warriors struck just 18 seconds into the first 
overtime and had to hold off a furious challenge from the Wildcats 
in the second overtime to claim the school’s second Men’s Soccer 
State Championship 2-1. 

Weddington’s early pressure paid off in the 37’ as a ball bounced 
loose in the box off a save by the Wildcat keeper. Tucker Robinson 
pounced on the loose ball and knocked it home to put Weddington 
up 1-0. 

New Hanover responded in the second half on a foray into the box 
in the 58’. Chase Schardt worked his way into the right side of the 
box, turning and finding a streaking Aidan Payne who made no 
mistake finding the back of the net to equalize 1-1. 

In the first overtime, it took just 18 seconds for Jacob Wells to 
stick in a loose ball on another follow-up chance off a Wildcat 
save. Wells’ marker gave Weddington a 2-1 lead and turned out to 
be the game-winner, earning Wells 3A State Championship Most 
Valuable Player honors. 

New Hanover charged forward numerous times in the second 
overtime, rushing three quality chances toward the Warrior goal 
in the final three minutes of play. No Wildcat chance was as quality 
as senior Seiden Baldwin’s dance through the left side of the 
Warrior defense into the penalty area, switching over to his right 
foot and working to near the penalty spot where he fired a curling 
shot that just sailed high of the upper right corner of the netting, 
spoiling a potential second New Hanover equalizer.

New Hanover finished the season 15-1-0. The Wildcats were the 
champions of the Mideastern 3A/4A with a perfect 11-0-0 season. 
New Hanover won the Eastern Regional Championship for the sec-
ond time in program history, returning to the State Championship 
for the first time since falling since 2008. 

Weddington wrapped up the year 16-1-1 with an 11-1-1 record in 
the Southern Carolina 3A where they claimed the conference title. 
The Warriors won the Western Regional Championship for the 
second time in program history, returning to the State Finals for 
the first time since 2015. They earned the school’s second Men’s 
Soccer State Championship.

Gibbons dominates possession and puts away Myers Park 3-0 
with trio of second half goals

CARY, NC – Cardinal Gibbons broke through in the 45’ of 
the 4A State Championship Match against Myers Park. The 
Crusaders got on the board first thanks to a beautiful give-
and-go passing play between Luke Lillis and Alec Perez, with 
Lillis slotting the ball by the Mustang keeper on a slick feed 
from Perez pushing the Crusaders in front for good 1-0.

Lillis was named the 4A State Championship Most Valu-
able Player in the game, holding the game-deciding goal 
and playing solidly in the offensive end all game for the 
Crusaders. Cardinal Gibbons held the ball well for the first 
half, frustrating a high-powered Myers Park attack that was 
not able to generate more than a handful of quality scoring 
opportunities.

Gibbons added to their advantage just two minutes after 
their opening goal when Brendan Peeples worked loose just 
outside the area and blasted the ball into the back of the net 
for a 2-0 lead. The Crusaders closed the books on any hope 
of a comeback in the 75’, capitalizing on a handball in the 
penalty area when Dean Mercer beat the Myers Park keeper 
to the lower-left corner on a penalty kick to go up 3-0.

Myers Park concluded their campaign 12-1-1, winning the 
So Meck 7 4A conference with a league record of 7-0-1. The 
Mustangs won the Western Regional Championship for the 
eighth time in program history.

Cardinal Gibbons finished the season 14-2-1, winning 
the CAP 7 4A with a 9-2-1 record. The Crusaders won the 
Eastern Regional Final for the ninth time in program history 
capturing their seventh State Championship.

Dixon claimed the school’s second Men’s Soccer State Champi-
onship, their first since winning the 2A title in 2006, with a 4-3 
victory over previously unbeaten and untied East Lincoln.

The Mustangs started off the evening’s festivities with fireworks 
in the opening minute.

4A Championship – Pair of late goals lifts Wake Forest 
past R.J. Reynolds 2-0

CARY, NC – In a game that was largely bereft of good scoring 
chances for the first 70 minutes, it was a pair of late goals 
that secured the second State Championship in Wake Forest 
program history as the Cougars slipped by R.J. Reynolds 2-0 
to win the 4A State Championship. 

Neither team was able to generate much in the way of attack 
over the first 70 minutes, as the surface played extra fast 
during a steady rainstorm. Much like the weather forecast 
on the afternoon, what started out as a trickle, turned into 
a full-blown downpour as Wake Forest began finding some 
success attacking into the box with about six minutes to 
play. 

The Cougars one a corner kick on one of their forays into the 
Demons penalty area. While the Demons were able to clear 
the initial ball into the box, they were not able to completely 
clear their lines and the ball fell just outside the area to Aus-
tin Talmadge, a junior defender.

Community School of Davidson had the run of play in the first half, but 
neither team could find the back of the net. Isaac Haddock intercepted 
a clearance in the box and booted it on frame in the 13th minute, but it 
was saved by Jacob McGhinnis, one of his 12 on the day. Liam Timoney 
crept into the box from his defensive slot for CSD in the 26th minute, 
and a deflected ball found him but he pushed the shot just wide.

RALEIGH, NC – In the school’s first State Championship 
appearance in Men’s Soccer, the Clinton Dark Horses looked 
smooth and calm, despite falling behind in the second 
half against the defending 2A State Champions from New-
ton-Conover.

Clinton had the better of the possession in the first half, and 
had the first real scoring opportunity of the day when Jared 
Aguilar got in on the keeper one-on-one, but it was parried 
away in the 20th minute. Aguilar again got loose behind the 
Red Devil’s defense two minutes later, earning a corner kick 
which was headed just wide of the target.

RALEIGH, NC – Chapel Hill won the school’s second straight State 
Championship in Men’s Soccer as they held off Marvin Ridge in a 
tightly contested match 1-0, winning the 3A Championship. 

Chapel Hill outshot the Mavericks 6-3 on the day, but Marvin Ridge 
had the first big chance as Nick Jones sent a cross in along the 
ground all the way through the goal mouth in the 14th minute. 
That send Chapel Hill defenders scrambling in the box, eventually 
clearing the ball to safety. Two minutes later the Tigers, who held 
the majority of possession in the first half, sent a high, curling ball 
into the box that was ripped down by the keeper just in front of a 
Tiger attacker, keeping the game scoreless.

In the 20th minute, the Chapel Hill pressure paid off for the Tigers 
as a high cross came into the box, knocking off of three or four 
players before finding the head of Kalvin Matishack.

The Tigers had two more first half opportunities to put the match 
away, as a corner pinballed around the box in the 32nd min-
ute, eventually dropping to the right foot of Tom Morioka who 
blistered a shot off the keeper and out of play. Six minutes later 
Morioka again played a huge role in setting up an attack, getting to 
the goal line and sliding a cross through the box all the way across 
goal to Gabo Tobin-Xet who pounded the ball off the crossbar and 
out.

4A Championship: Green Hope gets two from Du-
rand and beats Myers Park 4-1 for fourth State 

Championship

RALEIGH – The Green Hope Falcons netted two second half goals, 
both by Sam Durand, and ran away to a 4-1 victory over Myers Park 
for their fourth men’s soccer State Championship in school history.

In the early going, both teams had opportunites, but were unable to 
cash in. The Falcons saw a header by Josh Mohess sail wide off a corner 
kick in the 13th minute. Then in the 14thminute, Myers Park lofted a 
ball up to Daniel Watts in the center of the box. Watts cooly too the 
ball down off his chest and turn towards goal, ripping a shot right at 
the keeper which was held out to keep the game scoreless.

The Falcons broke the ice in the 20th minute as Daniel Cho ran onto a 
ball in the edge of the penalty area. With the keeper running on, Cho 
took a step right and slipped a pass just in front of the sprawling keeper 
to Dylan Enseling who slotted the ball in the net for the 1-0 lead.

Watts created another two chance for Myers Park in the 33rd minute as 
he rang a shot low off the left post, bouncing out to teammate Charles 
Pringle. Pringle’s put back attempt was off the mark as well, and the 
Falcons held on to their 1-0 lead at the half.

Just two minutes into the second half, Sam Cooper shook his Mustang 
defender, splitting a pair of them into the box. He let loose a right-foot-
ed shot that was knocked away by the keeper, but fell right to Sam 
Durand. Durand chipped in the rebound for his first of two markers 
on the night and a 2-0 Green Hope lead.

Durand got his second of the night in the 51st minute after the Falcons 
worked some fantastical one and two-touch passes up the left side, 
eventually resting with Enseling about 45 yards from goal. Enseling 
picked out Alex Penel making a run towards the left side from mid-
field, who then slipped a pass to Durand at the edge of the box. Du-
rand slid the ball under the keeper in the left side of the net for a 3-0 
lead. Durand was named the game’s Most Valuable Player.

Myers Park tried to claw back into the game with Daniel Watts picking 
up an unassisted goal in the 62nd minute to cut it to 3-1. However, the 
damage had been done with the Falcons three goals, and they added a 
fourth in the 73rd minute when Sam Cooper banged home a rebound 
chance following Daniel Cho’s shot off the post.

Myers Park finished the year 20-3, 11-2 in the Southwestern 4A Con-
ference where they finished second behind Porter Ridge. The Mustangs 
reached the State Championship for the seventh time in school history.

Green Hope wrapped up the year 23-2-1, champions of the Triangle 6 
4A Conference where they held a 9-1 record. The Falcons reached the 
State Championship game for the sixth time in school history, earning 
the school’s fourth championship. It was the first title for Green Hope 
in men’s soccer since 2016 when they defeated Providence 3-0.
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1A Championship: 
Bishop McGuinness takes first crown 

with a 2-0 decision over Franklin 
Academy

RALEIGH – Franklin Academy dominated the possession 
and game for the majority of the first half, but a 33rd min-
ute counter-attack strike lifted Bishop McGuinness to a 1-0 
lead and eventually their first Men’s Soccer State Champi-
onship.

Franklin Academy had the Villains hemmed into their own 
end for most of the first 25 minutes, with Bishop McGuin-
ness absorbing most of the pressure of the first half. Frank-
lin Academy had a few chances, but not any that they could 
manage to put a shot on frame with any pace.

Ultimately it was a turnover and a transition moment that 
saw Cameron Bovender on the ball in the midfield. Boven-
der took a single dribble and threaded a ball to Brad Stan-
den who poked it with his right foot around a defender and 
past the keeper for a 1-0 lead in the 33rd minute. Standen 
was named the game’s M.V.P.

Bishop gained confidence with the 1-0 lead and looked 
more comfortable on the ball in the second half. Franklin 
Academy had a few desperate attempts and as the Patriots 
pushed more men forward, Nathan Joseph got on the ball 
deep in the Patriot end, 1-on-1 versus a final defender. 
Joseph won the footrace to the ball and into the box, track-
ing the ball down just before it ran out on the endline. He 
chipped a ball across the front of the net and after an initial 
save by the Patriots goal keeper, Alan Linares pounded it 
home for a 2-0 lead in the 78th minute.

Franklin Academy finished the season 23-1-1, they were 
12-0 in the North Central 1A where they were the league 
champions. The Patriots won the Eastern Regional for the 
second time in school history.

Bishop McGuinness completed the year 19-2-3, 5-1 in the 
Northwest 1A. The Villains won their second all-time and 
second consecutive Western Regional Championship. They 
captured the school’s first Men’s Soccer State Champion-
ship.

2A Championship: 
Newton-Conover slips past First Flight 

1-0 for third title

RALEIGH – In an exciting and hard-fought battle, it was 
Newton-Conover that got the lone goal to win the school’s 
third State Championship in Men’s Soccer in the school’s 
history.

The two teams both showcased a very physical brand of 
soccer, each creating numerous chances throughout the 
game. First Flight peppered Newton-Conover keeper Jon 
Joplin all game, showering the sophomore with 15 shots, 
11 of them on frame. Joplin stood firm, making all 11 re-
quired saves for the shutout.

The sparkling championship moment for the Red Devils 
came in the 58th minute as a clearance out of the Devil de-
fense found the lone forward at the time, Francisco Tapia 
at midfield. Outnumbered 3-1, Tapia forced the issue, drib-
bling through the Nighthawk rear defenders and working 
the ball to his left foot. Tapia slotted a shot low and hard 
along the ground just to the left of the sprawling left foot of 
keeper Stryker Owens to give Newton-Conover a 1-0 lead.

Tapia’s goal made him the match M.V.P. and was the lone 
goal surrendered by the emergency keeper for First Flight. 
Owens was tapped as the starter when First Flight’s start-
ing keeper, Lucas Neitherlander, sustained a hand injury 
during the pre-game warm-ups.

First Flight ended the season 21-2, with an 8-0 record in 
the Northeastern Coastal 2A where they were the champi-
ons of the league. They won the Eastern Regional for the 
second straight year and fourth time in school history.

Newton-Conover secured the school’s third State Champi-
onship in Men’s Soccer. The Red Devils season concluded 
with 27-0-2 with a perfect 14-0 record in the South Fork 
2A. The Red Devils won the Western Regional title for the 
third time in school history and the first time since 2014.
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3A Championship: 
Chapel Hill gets a pair of second half 

goals to get by A.C. Reynolds 2-0

RALEIGH – Chapel Hill hasn’t won a State Championship 
in Men’s Soccer since 1983. The Tigers had an all-time 
record of 1-4 in their previous State Championship appear-
ances, including a stinging 1-0 defeat by Marvin Ridge in 
last year’s 3A State Final. This year’s team, remembering 
that difficult defeat, finished the job with a 2-0 win over 
A.C. Reynolds.

The two teams battled to a scoreless stalemate at halftime, 
with neither side registering a shot on goal. A.C. Reynolds’ 
Izaiah Vignali had the most dangerous scoring opportunity 
of the first half as he cracked a shot a foot or two over the 
bar from about 30 yards out.

Chapel Hill got going with an offensive foray into the box 
turning into a corner kick opportunity in the 62nd min-
ute. Ryan Smith went to the corner and sent in a beau-
tiful out-swinging cross that found Justin Mecham who 
knocked it through traffic into the back of the net for a 1-0 
lead.

After some furious attempts by A.C. Reynolds, including 
a corner kick opportunity that saw Vignali take another 
crack from 20 yards out that was deflected out for another 
corner, Chapel Hill won a free kick deep in their own end 
with about two minutes to play. Mecham took the free 
kick and dropped a ball right on Smith in the edge of the 
penalty area from about 75 yards out and Smith one-touch 
volleyed the ball past the keeper to ice the Tiger victory.

A.C. Reynolds finished the season 23-3-2, they were 14-
1-1 in the Western Mountain 3A where they were league 
champions. The Rockets won the Western Regional for 
the first time in school history and made their first State 
Championship game appearance.

Chapel Hill wrapped up the season 23-4-1, they were 12-
1-1 as the champions of the Big 8 3A. The Tigers made the 
school’s sixth appearance in an NCHSAA Men’s Soccer 
State Championship game, winning the school’s second 
title all-time.

4A Championship: 
Cardinal Gibbons nips Hough 2-1 to 

win their first 4A title

RALEIGH – In a 4A State Championship match that 
featured a lot of firepower on both sides, It was a corner 
kick in the 45th minute that made the ultimate difference, 
lifting Cardinal Gibbons to a 2-1 lead and eventually the 
school’s first 4A State Championship in Men’s Soccer.

With the score tied at 1, Gibbons earned a corner kick on 
a deep probing run into the box. Sal Bottone stepped into 
the corner to deliver the corner kick, dropping a beautiful 
in-swinging ball onto the back post where it found the 
waiting head of Jackson Hollenbach. The senior midfielder 
Hollenbach directed it on frame and into the back of the 
net with a flick of his head in the 45th minute, giving the 
Crusaders the decisive 2-1 lead.

Hollenbach also played a role in the Crusaders first marker 
of the game, when the Crusaders won possession in the 
Hough penalty area, Hollenbach slipped a pass to Jack 
Zarnik from the edge of the box. Zarnik danced by two 
Huskies defenders and slipped the ball off his right foot 
into the back of the net, breaking the ice in the 24th min-
ute. Hollenbach was named the game’s M.V.P. with a goal 
and an assist.

Hough equalized the match just four minutes after the 
first Gibbons goal. Davis Ashbrook found Kyle Jeffrey who 
knocked home the goal that sent the match to halftime 
tied. Hough finished the season 24-2, they were 14-0 as 
champions of the I-Meck 4A Conference. Hough won their 
first Western Regional Final on their way to their first State 
Championship appearance.

Cardinal Gibbons concluded the season with a 23-0-2 re-
cord overall, they were 11-0-1 as the champions of the Cap 
7 4A Conference. Gibbons appeared in their eighth state 
championship game in Men’s Soccer, and won the school’s 
sixth Men’s Soccer State Championship in all classifica-
tions.



2016 1-A: Wallace-Rose Hill captures third 
state title, Espinoza breaks national record
RALEIGH, N.C. - Wallace-Rose Hill gave up the first goal 
in the 2016 1A State Championship Soccer Match, but 
the Bulldogs netted the next three to take a 3-1 victory 
over Bishop McGuinness. The victory was the Bulldogs 
third state championship in as many appearances.

Wallace-Rose Hill dominated play for much of the game 
with Jack Arnold making 4 saves in the first half to keep 
things level until teammate Cameron Bovender took a 
shot off a deflected clear that found the back of the net 
giving the Villains a 1-0 lead just 20 minutes in.

The Bulldogs kept the pressure high and the effort 
finally paid off in the 32nd minute as a corner kick 
pinballed around in the box, dropping to senior Lukas 
Heither who swept it past the keeper tying the score.
