INDIAN HIGH SCHOOL TOURNAMENT

The Robeson Indian High School Athletic Conference began interscholastic participation in the 1920’s. Original members of
the conference were Fairmont, Green Grove, Magnolia, Pembroke, Piney Grove, Prospect and Union Chapel. Teams competed in several
sports, but the post-season basketball tournament at Pembroke State was always a highlight of the year. With consolidation reduc-
ing the number of schools to four, the league added Hawkeye (Hoke County) and Les Maxwell (Cumberland in 1966 to become the
Tri-County Indian High School Athletic Conference. Then in 1968 the schools joined the NCHSAA, just as the schools in the North Caroli-
na High School Athletic Conference for black high schools did.

1A Women: Pamlico County wins their first title 62-55 over
East Surry

CHAPEL HILL - Jainaya Jones and the Pamlico County Hurricanes
would not be denied in their third-straight trip to the State Basket-
ball Championship Game, as Jones scored 39 points on her way to
Kay Yow Most Valuable Player honors and a 62-55 victory over East
Surry.

Pamlico trailed for the majority of the game, with East Surry hold-
ing the lead for the first three quarters. Elle Sutphin led the way

for the Cardinals as the junior scored 13 points and grabbed 16 re-
bounds despite facing box-and-one and triangle-and-two defenses
all day from the Hurricanes. Sutphin was named the Most Outstand-
ing Performer for the Cardinals.

Dasia Lambert and Morgan Smith were the beneficiaries of the
open shots created off the Hurricanes’ double-teams of Sutphin.
Lambert tossed in 15 points while Smith scored 11 on three of six
from beyond the arc.

It was a 7-0 run by Pamlico County in the early portion of the fourth
quarter that shoved the Hurricanes to the lead, 51-47 with 4:30 to
go. Zion Davis and Jones combined for the seven-point swing, with
Jones scoring a pair of layups consecutively, the final of the two she
was fouled on and converted the three-point play.

East Surry stole the lead back briefly at the 2:58 mark as Grace
Cook and then Dasia Lambert nailed pairs of free throws. However,
the Hurricanes responded immediately with Jones hitting a three
followed by Mirachell Maher tossing in a layup off a feed from Jones
to go back up three 56-53. Maher finished the game with 14 points
and 9 rebounds, on her way to being named Pamlico County’s Most
Outstanding Player.

2A Women: Mountain Heritage caps perfect season with 63-53
win over Farmville Central

RALEIGH - Mountain Heritage wrapped up a perfect season, return-
ing to the State Championship Game for the first time since 1981, and
holding off Farmville Central for a 63-53 victory and the school’s first
Women'’s Basketball Championship.

The two teams played a very even game in the first half, with Moun-
tain Heritage winning both the first and second quarter by a single
point to carry a two-point lead into the half. The third quarter was
the decisive quarter, as after Farmville Central’s Amiya Joyner’s layup
to open the second half scoring and tie the game at 32, Mountain
Heritage went on a 15-0 run to open up a 47-32 advantage with 3:29
to play in the third.

Hannah Tipton had six of the 15 during the third quarter run for the
Cougars, she finished the game with 29 points and five rebounds
while chipping in a pair of assists and steals. Tipton was selected as
the Kay Yow Most Valuable Player for the 2A Championship.

Hannah Ray was the only other player in double-figures for Mountain
Heritage as she scored 12 with three rebounds, three steals and a
pair of assists. Ray was chosen as the Most Outstanding Player for
Mountain Heritage.

After falling behind by 15, Farmville Central made it interesting down
the stretch, cutting the Cougars lead down to 5 with just 1:24 to play
when Ja’Shyran Carmon hit a jump shot.

Callie Scheier lit it up from beyond the arc, making seven of her 12 three-
point attempts, and nine of 19 from the field. She scored 29 points to lead
all scorers while adding two steals on her way to being named the Kay
Yow Most Valuable Player for the 4A Women’s Championship.

West Forsyth also got a great contribution from Destiny Griffin who add-
ed 13 points while snatching six rebounds. Griffin was named the Titans’
Most Outstanding Player for the game. Shakira Baskerville also contrib-
uted for the Titans, grabbing 11 rebounds, nearly half of the team’s total
of 25.

Southeast Raleigh outrebounded West Forsyth 38-25, but only shot
29.8% from the floor for the game. They also gave up 12 turnovers which
the Titans turned into 11 points, holding an 11-5 edge in points off turn-
overs in the game.

The Bulldogs were led by Anya Poole who scored 14 points while pulling
down 10 rebounds for a double-double. Poole was named the Most
Outstanding Player for Southeast Raleigh.
